Introduction - The danger of global warming and at the same time fast depleting fossil fuel
resources in several countries have given a new impetus for exploiting hydropower as a major
renewable energy source besides the other sources particularly in developing countries.

Energy is one of the basic inputs for accelerated economic development. Fossil fuels are being
extensively used for the industrial and economic development in the countries. The extensive use
of fossil fuels has resulted in destabilizing atmosphere levels of greenhouse gases. This
compelled the developed countries to move towards carbon free energy sources such as
renewable. It is the call of the day to switch-over to Hydropower - Green Power, a renewable
source of energy, which is environment friendly.

Considerable worldwide efforts have continued in the search for viable energy alternatives based
on renewable and non-conventional energy sources. The hydropower of any size has been
recognized as a renewable source of energy both in the Johannesburg World Summit on
"Sustainable Development" and 3rd World Water Forum in Kyoto, Japan. Other renewable
sources include Solar Energy - Solar Thermal and Photovoltaic, Wind Energy, Geothermal and
Ocean Energy (Tidal, Ocean - Thermal and Wave), Cogeneration and Biomass. The last few
years have seen tremendous progress in the application of renewable energy.

Considering the rapid advances in technology for harnessing these resources, it is considered
opportune to provide a forum for exchange of experiences to facilitate flow of technology from
one country to another.

In the backdrop of this scenario the International Association on Electricity Generation,
Transmission and Distribution (Afro-Asian Region) is organising this International Conference on
"Development of Hydropower - A Major Source of Renewable Energy" on May 25-27, 2005 in
Kathmandu, Nepal.

Conference Objective - The conference will focus on various aspects of Renewable Energy
sources with special focus on hydropower and provide an international forum on the subject
where engineers, managers stakeholders, independent power producers, manufacturers,
contractors, researchers, etc., will exchange views and experiences among themselves and will
take stock of emerging developments in the power sector that can be of interest and importance
to the industry.

The paper title, name(s) of author(s) and affiliation and address, centre justified, should be typed
in a space of 35 mm from the top margin on the first page. The paper should begin with a abstract
of not more than 300 words, describing the aims of work, methods adopted, results obtained and
conclusions. Thereafter appropriate keywords should be given.

Type the headings, sub-headings and paragraphs aligned with the left-hand margin. Both side-
justified text is preferred. Use double space between paragraphs and between section
headings/sub headings and paragraphs. Do not number paragraphs, but number section and sub
sectional headings except synopsis in conformity with established convention.

An IBM compatible computer floppy (3.5") or CD in conformity with the above is also required to
be sent. The electronic copy should be prepared by using MS Word (suitable for windows).
Paper should be sent preferably by e-mail together with figures, graphs and charts, if any. If
paper is sent by hard copy, then figures should be drawn in black Indian ink on translucent paper
or acetate material (Gateway Tissue) with lettering of appropriate size using stencils. The figures
should be placed nearest to the first reference in the text. Photographs on glossy paper may be
included if absolutely necessary. At the end of the text, the author(s) must furnish biodata not
exceeding 100 words. A similar biodata may be sent for co-author(s) also.

Note : The full length paper will be included in the proceedings of the conference, if the
registration fee of an author, as specified, is paid as per prescribed time schedule — by the
end of March, 2005.
